The City of Lewisburg Finance Committee met Tuesday, September 21, 2010 in Regular Session at 6:30 p.m. in the Paul R. Cooley Council Chambers located at Lewisburg City Hall, 942 Washington Street West, Lewisburg, West Virginia.

PRESENT:  Mayor John Manchester, Council members Josh Baldwin, Beverly White and Mark Bowe, Treasurer Susan Honaker, Public Works Director Mark Carver, Police Chief Tim Stover and Fire Chief Wayne Pennington.
VISITORS: Edward Kelemen with Suddenlink.

ABSENT:  Council members Mark Etten and Andrew Evans. 

CALL TO ORDER: Council member White called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
August 10, 2010

Council member Baldwin made a motion to approve the minutes of the August 10, 2010 Finance Committee meeting as presented.  Council member Bowe seconded the motion.  With four in favor and two absent the motion carried.
PRO CONTRACTING, INC. PAY REQUEST 3 – RONCEVERTE INTERCONNECTION PROJECT

Treasurer Honaker explained that Pro Contracting, Inc. was the contractor that installed the pipe for the Ronceverte Interconnection Project.  The contract has been completed and according to Kennon Chambers with Chapman Technical Group the one year warranty period has expired.
Mayor Manchester made a motion to recommend payment of pay request 3 from Pro Contracting, Inc. in the amount of $32,149.22 to Council.  Council member Baldwin seconded the motion.  With four in favor and two absent the motion carried. 

WATER BOND SERIES 2009A – DRAW REQUEST 6
Treasurer Honaker stated the expenses on Water Bond Series 2009A –Draw Request 6 were related to the Ronceverte Interconnection, Chapman Technical Group’s comprehensive study preparation, the Fairlea Water Tank and accounting services.

Mayor Manchester made a motion to recommend to Council the approval of the Water Bond Series 2009A – Draw Request 6.  Council member Baldwin seconded the motion.  With four in favor and two absent the motion carried. 

SUDDENLINK FRANCHISE AGREEMENT
Edward Kelemen with Suddenlink, was present to review the proposed ordinance for the renewal of the franchise agreement with Suddenlink.

Treasurer Honaker pointed out that the draft presented to Committee members was not the final draft and the following statement would have to be added to section 3.1 of the agreement:

Grantee shall use its best efforts to maintain a quiet and clean work place whenever working in the Public Way.

Mayor Manchester made a motion to recommend to Council the approval of the Suddenlink franchise agreement with the above insertion under Section 3.1.  Council member Bowe seconded the motion.  With four in favor and two absent the motion carried.
L & R TRAIL PROJECT CHANGE ORDER NO. 2
Public Works Director Carver stated that the L & R Trail Project change order no. 2 is because of changes proposed for the wall being constructed on Graham Avenue. The changes will make the wall more attractive. The cost of the change order is $5,800.

Mayor Manchester stated that Kathy Sawyer and Joe Buttram had agreed to contribute $500 toward the project.  Manchester stated that there are funds in the project contingencies to cover the increased cost.

Mayor Manchester made a motion to recommend to Council the approval of L & R Trail Project change order no. 2 with the additional cost not to exceed $5,800.  Council member Bowe seconded the motion.  With four in favor and two absent the motion carried. 
CENTER GREEN SPACE EXPANSION COST ESTIMATE
Committee members reviewed the plans for the Center Green Space expansion as prepared by Ed Roach.  Public Works Director Carver is to have a cost estimate outlining what portions of the project City employees will be able to do and what portions will have to be contracted out. 
FIRE DEPARTMENT WORKERS COMPENSATION
Chief Pennington stated the situation with the Fire Department’s workers compensation for broad form liability coverage had been worked out for a period of one year.  The estimated cost to the department is $3,050 and may require a budget revision in the future. 
POLICE AND FIRE DEPARTMENT OVERTIME FOR SPECIAL ELECTION
Mayor Manchester stated the Committee must decide whether to pay the police and fire departments for the special primary election that was held on Saturday, August 28, 2010.  According to West Virginia State Code chapter 8-14-2a and Chapter 8-15-10a the City Council must vote whether to recognize a special election that falls on a Saturday or Sunday as a holiday.

Mayor Manchester made a motion to recommend to Council not to recognize the special primary election that was held on Saturday, August 28, 2010 as a holiday for the City police and fire departments.  Council member Bowe seconded the motion.  With four in favor and two absent the motion carried. 
ADJOURNMENT
Council member Bowe made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 7:20 p.m.  Mayor Manchester seconded the motion.  With four in favor and two absent the motion carried.
