The City of Lewisburg Finance Committee met Tuesday, October 11, 2011 in Regular Session at 7:00 p.m. in the Paul R. Cooley Council Chambers located at Lewisburg City Hall, 942 Washington Street West, Lewisburg, West Virginia.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:
September 13, 2011

Council member White made a motion to approve the minutes of the September 13, 2011 Finance Committee meeting as presented.  Council member Evans seconded the motion.  With four in favor and one absent the motion carried. 
APPROVING INVOICES RELATING TO THE CONSTRUCTION OF THE DOWNTOWN WATER PROJECT
Treasurer Honaker explained the following invoices presented for payment from the Downtown Water Project were from the following vendors:

Mike Enyart and Sons, Inc. are the contractors for the project. The contractor has completed most of the work on the original contract and is requesting that the retainage for the project be reduced to $1,000. Chapman Technical Group has reviewed the pay request, all work performed by the contractor and has signed off on the request. 

Chapman Technical Group is the engineer for the project and all invoices are related to this project.  The treasurer noted that the total was reduced by $750 because earlier in the project an invoice from Chapman was submitted twice for reimbursement. 

Mayor Manchester made a motion to recommend to Council the approval of the invoices related to the Downtown Water Project in the amount of $71,452.92.  Council member White seconded the motion.  With four in favor and one absent the motion carried.

PUBLIC WORKS REPLACEMENT HIRE

Public Works Director Carver informed the Committee that an employee had recently been terminated and the position needs to be replaced.  The position is for a Laborer One and will start out at minimum wage. 

Mayor Manchester made a motion to recommend to Council to go through the hiring process for a Public Works Laborer One position.  Council member White seconded the motion. With four in favor and one absent the motion carried. 

COMMUNICATIONS FROM MEMBERS
Mayor Manchester informed the Committee members that during the Radio Read Meter Project there will be a temporary job positions available at prevailing wages to install the new water meters. 

Chairman Etten questioned the Treasurer about the status of the audit contract.  The treasurer stated the contract had been signed by the approved audit firm and submitted to the State Auditor’s office for approval.
