Meeting Minutes

November 9, 2010
The Paul R. Cooley Council Chambers

The City of Lewisburg Finance Committee met Tuesday, November 9, 2010 in Regular Session at 7:00 p.m. in the Paul R. Cooley Council Chambers located at Lewisburg City Hall, 942 Washington Street West, Lewisburg, West Virginia.

PRESENT:  Mayor John Manchester, Council members Josh Baldwin, Beverly White and Andrew Evans, Treasurer Susan Honaker, and Public Works Director Mark Carver.

VISITORS:  Meredith Donnelly, Development Associate with Greenbrier Valley Theatre.

ABSENT:  Council members Mark Etten and Mark Bowe.

CALL TO ORDER:  Council member White called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
October 12, 2010
Mayor Manchester made a motion to approve the minutes of the October 12, 2010 Finance Committee meeting as presented.  Council member Evans seconded the motion.  With four in favor and two absent the motion carried. 

GREENBRIER VALLEY THEATRE FUNDING REQUEST
Meredith Donnelly, Development Associate with Greenbrier Valley Theatre was present to request the City provide $15,000 in matching funds for a grant the Theatre has received. The project entails installing a fire safety system and replacing the existing façade on the building. 
Council member White stated she would have to abstain from the discussion because she sits on the Board of Directors for the Theatre.

Mayor Manchester stated that there are two pieces to the Theatre’s request; $11,875 requested for the fire safety system and $3,125 for the façade. He stated although the City does not have a formal façade program in place, the funding requested would fall along the funding guideline request for the Cultural Round Table as an arts program. Manchester recommended that the City contribute $3,125 to the Theatre’s project. 
Council member Evans stated he agreed with Manchester that the City should contribute the $3,125 that represents the request for the façade match.  Evans stated he would like to see more participants step up the help the Theatre. 

Council member Baldwin questioned if there are restrictions on the City providing funding for the fire system.  Manchester stated that the façade was easier for the City to justify and contributing to a fire system may cause problems for the City in the future. 
LEWISBURG DOWNTOWN MERCHANTS ASSOCIATION PUBLIC RELATIONS FUNDING REQUEST

Mayor Manchester stated that the Downtown Merchants Association withdrew their request.

RENICK WATER PROJECT – CHANGE ORDER REQUEST
Public Works Director Carver stated that when building the Renick water tank the contractor had to build a concrete base that caused an additional cost of $7,417.20.  The funds will come from the Town of Renick project funds.
Council member Evans made a motion to recommend to Council the approval of the Renick Water Project change order request as presented.  Council member Baldwin seconded the motion.  With four in favor and two absent the motion carried. 
CHAPMAN TECHNICAL GROUP-COMPREHENSIVE WATER SYSTEM PROJECT

Mayor Manchester stated there was nothing to report at this time.

L&R TRAIL PROJECT UPDATE
Public Works Director Carver reported that the L & R Trail Project will be completed by November 12, 2010.  The contractor is currently working on a punch list.   The grand opening of the trail is scheduled for Monday, November 15, 2010.
WATER BONDS SERIES 2009A – DRAW REQUEST 7
Treasurer Honaker reported that the draw request was for expenses from Chapman Technical Group related to the new Fairlea water tank.

Council member Baldwin made a motion to recommend to Council the approval of the Water Bonds Series 2009A draw request 7 in the amount of $26,263.63.  Council member Evans seconded the motion.  With four in favor and two absent the motion carried. 
GREEN SPACE EXPANSION PROJECT
Mayor Manchester stated that the cost to complete all phases of the Green Space Expansion Project is projected at $142,000 with $65,000 in grant funds that may be able to be used towards the project.  
Manchester stated the administration would review the plans, cost estimates and develop a tighter plan for the project.  Manchester would like to start on parts of the project while the downtown water project is being done this winter. 

Council member Baldwin requested that an area be set up so that musicians could perform in the area. Manchester requested Council member Baldwin to assemble all the concerns of the local musicians so they could be considered during the planning process.  

PROPERTY AND LIABILITY INSURANCE RENEWAL
Mayor Manchester reported that two quotes were obtained for the property and liability insurance they were as follows:

Manchester stated that the City deals with three types of Insurance - Property and Liability; Health and Worker’s Compensation.  He stated he would like to get away from having workers compensation coverage with Brickstreet and that Wells Fargo had offered the option in their presentation but he did not feel it was the appropriate time to address.  The administration will between now and July 1, 2011 be reviewing the options for worker’s compensation coverage. 

Mayor Manchester made a motion to recommend to Council to renew the property and liability insurance with Commercial Insurance at the rate of $77,852.85.  Council member Evans seconded the motion.  With four in favor and two absent the motion carried. 
FINANCIAL STATEMENT APPROVAL FOR QUARTER ENDING SEPTEMBER 30, 2010
Treasurer Honaker stated she recommended tabling consideration of the Financial Statements because she realized the General Fund statement she had given members was not for the correct period.

Mayor Manchester made a motion to table consideration of the Financial Statements for quarter ending September 30, 2010 to the November 16, 2010 Council meeting with the Treasurer providing the correct statements.  Council member Baldwin seconded the motion.  With four in favor and two absent the motion carried. 
EMPLOYEE APPRECIATION LUNCHEON
Council member Baldwin made a motion to recommend to Council to have an employee appreciation luncheon with the cost not to exceed $1,000.  Council member Evans seconded the motion.  With four in favor and two absent the motion carried. 
EMPLOYEE INCENTIVE PAY
Council member Evans made a motion to table consideration of the employee incentive pay to the November 16, 2010 Council meeting.  Council member Baldwin seconded the motion.  With four in favor and two absent the motion carried.
ADJOURNMENT

Council member Evans made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 8:10 p.m. Mayor Manchester seconded the motion.  With four in favor and two absent the motion carried.
