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ARTICLE I
GENERAL PROVISIONS
Section 1: Title

This ordinance shall be known as and referred to as the Zoning Ordinance for the City of Lewisburg, West Virginia, hereinafter also referred to as this ordinance.

Section 2: Authority

This ordinance, passed February 15, 1994 is adopted pursuant to the West Virginia Urban and Rural Planning and Zoning Act, as amended, Article 24, Chapter 8, of the West Virginia Code.

Section 3: Purpose

The zoning regulations and districts herein described have been established for the purpose of securing adequate light, air, convenience of access, and safety from fire, flood and other danger; that congestion of traffic or population be avoided; that the public health, safety, comfort and welfare be promoted; that the future development of the City be planned for as contained in the official community plan; that adequate public facilities be planned and provided for; that the needs of residential, commercial, industrial and associated land uses be provided for; that unique natural, visual, historic and scenic resources of the City be protected; and that the growth of the City be accomplished in a logical and orderly manner.

Section 4: Interpretation

(a) In interpreting and applying the provisions of this ordinance, they shall be held to be the minimum requirements for the protection of the public health, safety and general welfare.

(b) Where the provisions of this ordinance impose greater restrictions than those of any other ordinance or regulations, the provisions of this ordinance shall be controlling. Where the provisions of any statute, other ordinance or regulation impose greater restrictions than this ordinance, the provisions of such statute, ordinance or regulation shall be controlling.

Section 5: Severability

The provisions of this ordinance shall be considered severable; if any provision is found to be unconstitutional or unlawful, it is intended that the remainder of the ordinance remain in full force and effect.

Section 6: Repeal

The Zoning Ordinance of the City of Lewisburg now in effect, and in conflict with the Zoning Ordinances as they are established hereafter, is hereby repealed.
