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ARTICLE V
 PERMISSIBLE USES
Section 33: Table of Permissible Uses

The Table of Permissible Uses should be read in close conjunction with the definition of terms set forth in Article II and the interpretative provisions set forth in this Article. Uses should be interpreted according to the meaning commonly and normally associated with them.

Section 34: Use of Designations P and C in the Table of Permissible Uses

(a) When used in connection with a particular use in the Table of Permissible Uses, the letter “P” means that the use is permitted in the indicated zoning district subject to other requirements of this ordinance and issuance of a building permit.

(b) When used in connection with a particular use in the Table of Permissible Uses, the letter “C” means that the use is permitted in the indicated zoning district after review by the Planning Commission and approval of the City Council of a Conditional Use Permit and subject to other requirements of this ordinance and issuance of a building permit.

(c)
Absent the designation “P” or “C” within a use description under a zoning district in the Table of Permissible Uses, said use shall not be allowed within the subject zoning district.

Section 35: Permissible Uses and Specific Exceptions

(a) The presumption established by this Article is that all nonprohibited uses of land are permitted within at least one zoning district within the City. Therefore, because the list of permissible uses in Section 33 cannot be all-inclusive, those uses that are listed shall be interpreted liberally to include other uses that have a similar impact in the listed district.

(b)
Without limiting the generality of the foregoing provisions, the following uses are specifically prohibited in all districts. In addition, prohibited uses shall be defined to include activities which have a similar impact as uses prohibited by this section.

1. Any use that involves the manufacture, handling, sale, distribution or storage of any highly combustionable, explosive or hazardous material in violation of City or State safety or fire prevention codes.

2. stockyards, slaughterhouses and rendering plants.

3. Junk yards, automobile wrecking yards, scrap metal yards, scrap paper and rag storage yards.

4. Chemical plants, paper mills and tanneries.

5. Stone crushing, concrete mixing and asphalt plants.

6. Coal storage or distribution yards.

7. Use of a travel trailer, motor home or motor vehicle as a temporary or permanent residence.

8. Use of a motor vehicle parked on a lot as a structure in which, out of which, or from which any goods are sold or stored, services are performed or other business is conducted

9. Power or electric generating plants, except when used for emergency and temporary back‑up purposes.

10. Hazardous materials and toxic waste dumps.

11. Mining and quarrying.

12. Any activity that creates or produces noxious emissions of noise, polluting substances, heat, electrical disturbances, light, or vibration.

13. Burial, entombment or interment of any person or animal except in an authorized cemetery, except ashes from a crematory.

Section 36: Accessory Uses

(a) The following activities, so long as they meet other requirements of this ordinance, may be regarded as accessory to residential principal uses;

1. Office or studio within an enclosed building and used by an occupant of a residence located on the same lot as the residence so long as such activities fall within the guidelines of a home occupation.


2. Hobbies or recreational activities of a noncommercial nature.

3. Yard sales or garage sales, so long as such sales are not conducted for a period longer than forty-eight (48) hours on the same lot and not more than four (4) times per year.

(b) The following activities shall not be considered as accessory to a principle residential use and shall be prohibited:

1. Storage outside of a substantially enclosed structure, for a period of more than 3 months, any motor vehicle that is either unlicensed or not operational.

2. Storage in front of the front building or setback line of travel or utility trailers, either motorized or intended for towing.

3. Unscreened construction equipment, including, but not limited to backhoes and front-end loaders.

4. Unscreened over-the-road tractor-trailers and semi’s.
