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ARTICLE XIV 
VIOLATIONS, INJUNCTIONS, PENALTIES AND VALIDITY
Section 152: Violations

Failure to secure a building, sign or conditional use permit when required, previous to the erection, construction, extension, alteration or addition to a building, sign or any other structure shall be a violation of this ordinance.

Section 153: Injunctions

The City Council, the Planning Commission and the Board of Zoning Appeals or any other designated enforcement official may institute a suit for injunction in the Circuit Court of the County to restrain an individual or a governmental unit from violating the provisions of this ordinance, or of any ordinance enacted pursuant to its terms. The City Council, the Planning Commission or the Board of Zoning Appeals may also institute a suit for a mandatory injunction directing an individual or a governmental unit to remove a structure or discontinue a land use or activity erected or conducted in violation of the provisions of this ordinance. If the City Council, the Planning Commission or the Board of Zoning Appeals is successful in its suit, the respondent shall bear the cost of the action.

Section 154: Penalties

A person who violates any provision of the Lewisburg Zoning Ordinance shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and, upon conviction, shall be fined not less than ten ($10) dollars and not more than three hundred ($300) dollars for each and every offense, and each day that they shall continue such violation after notification shall constitute a separate offense punishable by a like fine or penalty.

Section 155: Validity

If any article, section, subsection, paragraph, clause or provision of this ordinance shall be declared by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, such decision shall not affect the validity of the ordinance as a whole or any other part thereof.

Section 156: Enactment

I, the undersigned Recorder of the City of Lewisburg, State of West Virginia, do hereby certify that the foregoing ordinance was duly passed and adopted by the City Council of the City of Lewisburg, and that the proposed ordinance was read by title at not less than two (2) meetings of the City Council with at least one (1) week intervening between each meeting, the publication requirements have been met, and that the ordinance is now in full force and effect.
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
